MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
BEMIDJI STATE UNIVERSITY, MINNESOTA, USA
AND
INTI COLLEGE, MALAYSIA

Bemidji State University, a member of the Minnesota State Colleges and Universities is pleased to enter into a
guaranteed transfer arrangement with INTI College of Malaysia. This memorandum of understanding represents
the next phase of cooperation between our two institutions. The guaranteed transfer arrangement, in particular,
is the outgrowth of a transfer relationship which spans nearly a decade. The purpose of this arrangement is to
further facilitate the transfer of students from INTI College to Bemidji State University by recognizing liberal
education, major, minor or elective course work and credits at both the 100 and 200 levels. INTI students
transferring to Bemidji State University will be required to meet the minimum admission requirements as well as
to achieve a minimum TOEFL score of 500 or better.

In addition, Bemidji State University agrees to:

1. Insure that course work to be considered in transfer be articulated in conformance with a transfer guide
to be updated annually.

2. Provide on-campus housing for all INTI College students.

The University also recognizes the invitation to enroll Bemidji State students for a term a year long program of
study at INTI College. All applicants will be required to be recommended by both INTI College and Bemidji State
University. In addition, the two institutions also agree to explore the possibility of faculty and staff exchanges.

In accordance with University practices, the continuation of this arrangement will be reviewed annually.
