Memorandum of Cooperation Between St Cloud Technical College and North Hennepin Community College

Transfer Articulation Agreement for LPN to RN Nursing Program.

This agreement includes specific requirements for admission into North Hennepin Community College
Nursing Program Mobility Option, outlines requirements, and indicates which courses can be used to meet
program prerequisites as well as general education, program, and graduation requirements.

Admissions Requirements:

¢ Graduate of a State Board approved LPN School of Nursing and current Minnesota licensure as a LPN.

Completion of high school or college algebra and chemistry.

Completion of all prerequisite courses with a combined GPA of 2.5 or higher. This includes General
Biology, Microbiology, and Anatomy and Physiology I and II. Each of these courses must have a lab

component.

Completion of Spch 1110 Principles of Interpersonal Communication and Psyc 1150 General
Psychology.

Progression and Graduation Requirements:

e Completion of Nurs 1220, Nurs 2211, and Nurs 2212.

Each nursing course must be completed with a “C” or better for progression to the next nursing course.

e (Completion of Engl 1111 and Soc 1110 concurrent or prior to Nur 2211,

To graduate, students must earn a minimum of 64 credits with a cumulative grade point average of 2.5

in the nursing curriculum.
